Friday Night Markets 
Occurs in historic Downtown Celina on the first 
Friday evenings during the months of March through 
November. A cross between a traditional farmers’ 
market and a European-style market, these are gaining 
popularity as fun family outings or Friday night ‘date 
nights’. Estimated attendance is around 350 per market.

Sponsorship levels range from $100-250 per market.

Movie Night on the Square 
Happens on various Saturday evenings throughout 
the year (approximately 5 a year). Movies are popular 
titles that are family-friendly and free to attend. 
Other activities such as games may be programmed 
on some dates as well. Attendance ranges from 200 –
